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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
1. Trace then cut an 8.10” x 10.65” rectangular hole in the ceiling or wall.
  

2. Knock out the appropriate mounting holes and secure flexible conduit.
  

3. Extend eight inches of wire from flexible conduit into wireway box.  
  

4. Insert box inside rectangular cut and secure in place using cables, chain or mounting against the wall. Use    
    appropriate hardware for application such as wood or concrete screws. Optional hanger bars are also available.

IMPORTANT: Once all emergency lamps have been connected to the unit equipment, apply normal AC power and 
charge for 48 hours. Press and hold test button until LED indicator turns orange. This calibrates the unit equipment for 
the proper load. 

NOTE: The servicing of any parts should be performed by qualified service personnel only. The use of replacement 
parts not furnished by the manufacturer may cause equipment failure and will void the warranty.

Operation
The purpose of this option is to provide self-testing and self diagnostic capabilities to the unit equipment. At predeter-
mined intervals, the unit equipment will automatically switch into battery mode. The unit equipment will also perform 
various self diagnostic tests of the unit. Visual signaling will also perform various self-diagnostic tests of the unit. Visual 
signaling will alert maintenance personnel to a fault of the unit equipment electronics, emergency lamp(s), battery and/or 
battery charger. The circuitry continuously monitors the operating condition of the unit equipment and battery charging 
circuit/battery supply voltage.

Self Test Features
• The unit equipment will automatically switch to battery 
  mode every 30 days for a period of 5 minutes.
• The unit equipment will automatically switch to battery 
  mode every 6 months for a period of 90 minutes

Manual Test Features
• Press the TEST BUTTON momentarily for a 2 second test. 
• Press the TEST BUTTON until the LED turns ORANGE for 
  a manual 5 minute test.
• Press the TEST BUTTON until the LED flashes    
  RED/GREEN for a manual 90 minute test.
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
