CONSTRUCTION
The RMW Series is constructed from a durable 20 gauge steel enclosure
with a powder coated black or white finish.

ILLUMINATION

Incandescent QW lamp heads are constructed of durable thermoplastic in a
PARS36 style. This format features a unique twist locking collar that securely
holds the lens in place and facilitates quick and easy relamping.

Long-life 5 Watt LED lamps in a sleek MR16 bullet style are available for a
modern aesthetic and optimal on-center spacing.

The RMW series will operate for a minimum of 90 minutes during a loss of
power with a 24 hour maximum recharge time for the sealed lead calcium
battery.

Brownout Circuit

The brownout circuit monitors the line voltage. As the line voltage sags and
can no longer provide adequate voltage, the emergency lighting circuit will

turn on to supply power to the emergency lamps for 90 minutes or until the
line voltage is restored.

SAMPLE PHOTOMETRICS

Using multiple 18 Watt incandescent units mounted at a typical 10'
ceiling height deliver 32.5' on-center spacing for a 3' wide path of egress
and 24' on-center spacing for a wide 6' path of egress.

Low Voltage Disconnect

Low Voltage Disconnect (LVD) measures the battery's terminal voltage and
if it should fall below a preset voltage threshold, the LVD will disconnect
the load. When the battery is recharging and the voltage is raised above
another preset threshold, the load is automatically reconnected.

Test Button
Our easily located test button allows for manual verification of proper
operation of the transfer circuit and emergency lamps.

INSTALLATION

The RMW Series emergency unit is designed to be fully recessed into a

drop or standard ceiling. Torsion springs securely hold the RMW cover in
place. The fully recessed design is ideal for maintaining an architectural

aesthetic for ceiling installations.

Guardian Self-Test/Self-Diagnostics (Option: G2)

The Guardian circuit continuously monitors the operating condition of the
AC power, battery supply voltage, emergency lamp continuity and charging
circuit.

The purpose of this option is to provide visual signaling in response to a
possible fault. If a failure is detected, visual status will occur immediately
via an LED. The fault condition will remain in the same state until the fault
is corrected.

The Guardian circuit also monitors the transfer circuit as well as performing
automatic code compliant testing. The Guardian circuit will perform a
discharge and self-test.
