Panel must be anchored to ceiling
1. Anchor cables to ceiling (anchors and cables provided by others).

2. Rotate panel 45° and slide it through the ceiling grid.
3. Make electrical connections inside fixture, refer to wiring section.

4. Attach cables to panel and place in ceiling grid. Adjust cables to remove slack until fixture is flush with drop ceiling tiles.

Electrical connections should be made inside flat panel. 
Cap all unused leads to prevent shorting. 

Make electrical connections as follows: 

Black - Line
White - Neutral
Green/Yellow Green - Ground

Note: This fixture auto adjusts for voltages from 
          120VAC-277VAC

Wire Connections
Black Line

White Neutral

GroundGreen/Yellow Green

1. Check incoming voltage to the LED driver. Must be at least a minimum
of 120VAC and no greater than 277VAC.

2. Are all the LEDs on the light engine “OFF”? If so, LED driver may be defective. Using a voltmeter, check to see if
voltage is present at the output of the power supply. If low or no voltage, then replace the power supply.

3. If any individual LEDs are “OFF” the LED light engine is defective. Please have the serial number off the light engine
available when you contact technical support.

4. If the unit is equipped with a photocell, check the photocell to make sure it’s functioning properly.
